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Report on the scholarship distribution:

Merit scholarships of ¥48,100 were awarded to 50 students of 13
different government schools studying in class 8th, 10th and 12th for

the year 2021-22. The scholarships were awarded on 13th Feb 2023 at Government
Inter-College Matiyali, on 15th Feb at Government Adarsh Inter-College Kirtikhal and on
16th Feb at Atal Utkrasht Government Inter-College Kanvaghati. Students from other
schools (other than Matiyali, Kirtikhal and Kanvaghati schools) that are included in the
merit scheme of the Trust, would walk up to these centres (Matialyi, Kirtikhal and
Kanvagahati schools) to get their scholarship awards. Coordinators of the Trust in these
three centre, would contact their neighbouring schools covered under the Trust merit
scholarship scheme, make the list of the meritorious students of all these schools and

inform the school and students, of the date and time for the award function.

Merit certificates from the Trust and books from Ramakrishan Mission center were also
given to the awardees. Trustee Bhagwant Singh Rawat attended all three functions;
however, Trustee Satyender Singh Negi could not attend the functions due to prior

commitments in his school in Bhimtaal.

Matiyali _Center: Government Inter-College Matiyali is located 6.5 km away from

Dugadda which lies in the road route between Kotdwar and Pauri. This school is more
than one hundred years old and the founder Trustee of SBNJEACT, late Shri Balwant
Singh Rawat also studied in this school. Shri Manish Rawat, a teacher in Matiyali school
is the co-ordinator of the Trust for Matiyali Center. Award Function was held on 13th Feb
2023 at Matiyali school. List of awarded student is given above in Table 1 of the Hindi

report:

Bhagwant Singh Rawat was present with Shri Rakesh Keshtwal, Retd Teacher and

former co-ordinator of Kanvaghati school.

Prinicpals of Matiyali and Pali schools, few other teachers of Matiyali school, Shri

Rakesh Keshtwal and Trustee Bhagwant Singh Rawat spoke on the occasion providing



guidance and encouragement to the students. Teachers Shri Manish Rawat and Shri

Dhirender Rawat conducted the function.

Kirtikhal Centre: Government Adarsh Inter-College Kritikhal is located about 4 km away

from Gumkhal, which lies on Kotdwar-Pauri road route. The temple of Bhairav Garhi,
after which SBNJEAC Trust is named can be seen from the school. Scenic snow covered
Himalyan range can also be seen from here. Smt Anita Rawat, a teacher in Kirtikhal
School is the co-ordinator of the Trust for Kirtikhal Center. Award Function at Govt
Adarsh Inter-College was held on 15th Feb 2023. The list of awarded students is given
above in Table 2 of the Hindi report. Shri Mohan Singh Rawat, Prinicial, Government
Adarsh Inter-College Kritikhal was present during the award function along with other
teachers of the school namely Shri Inder Pal, Shri Gangesh Chandra Dobriyal, Shri Shiv
Prasad Agarwal, Smt Anju and Smt Anita Rawat.

An interactive session was conducted for the meritorious students and students of class
10th of Kiritikhal school, getting their views on their dreams for future and giving
guidance to them as part of career counselling. Students showed interest in s/w
engineering, defence (NDA), teaching, nursing etc. The entire function was jointly

conducted by Smit Anita Rawat and Shri Ganesh Chandra Dobriyal

Kanvaghati Center: Atal Utkrasht Government Inter-College Kanvaghati and its other

associated school covered in the Trust scheme are located in plains region, near the
foothill and not on mountains, like Matiyali and Kiritikhal school. This school is in a
region where Kanva Ashram is there in the bank of Malini rivier. It is believed that in this
Ashram, Bharat, the son of Shakuntla was born. He went on to become a great emperor
and our country got the name, 'Bharat' from his name. Shri KP Jakhmola, a teacher in
Kanvaghati school is the co-ordinator of the Trust for Kanvaghati Center. Award Function
at Kanvaghati school was held on 16th Feb 2023 (list of awarded students given above
in the Table 3 in Hindi report) and was attended by the Shri Ramakant Kukreti, Principal,
AUGIC Kanvaghatil, Shri RK Khushwaha, Prinicipal and Shri Deepak Lakhera, Lecturer
(GIC Sigaddi), Shri Ganesh Prasad Badola, Lecutrer, Jhandi chour, Smt Savitri Rawat,
Lecutrer, GGIC, Kalalghati school and all other teachers of AUGIC Kanvaghati. Trustee
Bhagwant Singh Rawat attended the function along with Shri Jagdish Bahukhandi, who
retired from Forest Department as Senior Administrative Officer and is a local resident.
Shri KP Jakhmola and Shri Rakesh Khestwal (Retd teacher and Ex- coordinator of
Kanvaghati School) conducted the function. An interactive session was conducted for the

meritorious students and students of class 10th of Kiritikhal, getting their views on their



career choices and giving career guidance to them. Students showed interest in B.Sc,

Agricultre, Engineering, Nursing, MBBS etc
Other relevant points:

e From this year onwards, the scholarship money has been increased by ¥ 200/= in
each award category.

e Earlier Trust used to give scholarships to students of class 5 also, but it was
stopped due to dwindling numbers of students in this class. The results of this
year indicate that now the number of students in hill schools is declining in 8th
class also. There were no students in 8th class in Jamerket (Matiyali center) and
only one student in Buransi ( Kirtikhal center). From next session onwards, if the
students in class 8 are less than 5, then no scholarship will be awarded to the
students of that class due to lack of competition. The root cause of declining
numbers appears to be migration of people owing to unemployment in hills.

e Earlier parents of the awarded students used to attend the scholarship award
function in the school, thus providing encouragement and cheer to their
meritorious children.. However, this time though school authorities in Matiyali
school informed students to come with their parent for the award function, no
parent turned up in school. We hope that in the next function at least some
parents will be present to encourage their children and this nice tradition would

not get lost in a rapidly changing world.

In the end, on behalf of Trust, we thank all Principals, teachers and staff, trust
coordinators, and students of all participating schools for their co-operation and

enthusiasm for the Trust merit scholarship awards.
