Report of the work done:

Merit scholarships were awarded to 46 students of 14 different government schools
studying in class 8th, 10th and 12th for the year 2019-20 and 2020-21, These awards
had got got delayed due to Covid pandemic. In year 2020-21, as no written exams were
conducted and students were directly promoted to a higher class, the scholarships
awards were given only to toppers (based on the class performances) of outgoing
students of Class 12th of Atal Utkrasht Government Inter-College Kanvaghati,

Goverment Inter-college Matiyali and Government Inter-college Kirtikhal.

During the award function, homage was also paid by speakers to the founder trustee,
Shri Balwant Singh Rawat who expired on 16th Feb 2022 due to cardiac arrest while

undergoing treatment from Covid.

First award function was conducted on 08th March at Atal Utkrasht Government
Intermediate College by Trust co-ordinator Shri Rakesh Keshtwal, a teacher in the
school. It could not be attended by any of the two trustees of the Trust. Shri Satyendra
Singh Negi still require few more months to fully recover from the leg injury he suffered
during a severe road accident in Oct 2021, in which his wife Sandhya died. Shri
Bhagwant Singh Rawat also could not attend the function due to prior personal

commitments.

Other two award functions were held on 25th March, first at Matiyali school and then at
Kirtikhal school. From, Trust side, both award functions were attended by Bhagwant
Singh Rawat (Trustee), Krishan Kumar Joshi ( Trust Co-ordinator and retd. Chemistry
teacher from Matiyali school) and Gopal Singh Bisht (Retd PGT from Kendriya
Vidyalaya).

Shri Ganesh Chandra Dobriyal was the Trust co-ordinator at Kirtikhal school who is

now being replaced by Smt Anita Rawat.

Coordinators, contact the neighbouring schools covered under the Trust merit
scholarship scheme, make the list of the meritorious students of all these schools and
inform them the award function date and time. The awarded students (or their parents),
come for the award function; walking sometimes long distances in the hills. As few
students of Saari school, covered by the Kiritihal center could not come, their cash
award is being sent to the school. ( received list has been added in this report in July
2022)



Also 25th March, the date of award function, was the last day of the school, and the next
day teachers were moving out on duty to different schools for board exams. A farewell
for class 12 was also clubbed with the award function at Kirtikhal.

At Kirtikhal school, one 12th Class topper student of the year 2020-21, Saurav
Kumar was rated as an exceptionally talented student by his teachers; having very
good talent at drawing. As his family's financial conditions are not good, Trust will look
into his case and try to provide possible help. Saurav Kumar, has also started his
