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Report in English
(This report is a small extension to the main report dated 27.12.23 which is below this report)

Two labourers children were admitted in the Primary Governent school,
Majra, Dehradun on 23.04.2024 for the school session 2024-25. As
father's of these children are working on a big building sites which can
take around 5 years for completion, so these kids can get school
education for this period. Rahul Adiwasi has aadhar card where his date
of birth is indicated. Rahul's date of birth was taken from Addidavit
signed by his father, Asanul Lal harijan because he does not have Aadhar
card. Father of both children have Aadhar cards.

Note: All three girls mentioned in the report (dated 27.12.2023) given
below have left the school, after giving exams for their respective class
because their parents shifted away to different sites for new work.

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A Report about school admission of children of labourers engaged
in construction work for multi-storeyed building

In Uttarakhand state, free education is provided in state government school
for children up to 5th class. In these schools free meals are provided to the
children and milk and fruits are also given once in a week. A saving account of
the child is opened in a Bank, where the money is transferred in child's
account by the govt for shoes, books, uniform etc.

Poor labourers from outside or within the state engaged in construction work
of mulit-storeyed buildings rarely avail this facility due to lack of knowledge
and hesitation in approaching the school authorities. As these children are
unable to attend even a primary school, they get deprived of even the basic
education. Thus these children get in the category of illiterates.

Shri BhairavNathJi Educational And Cultural Trust (SBNEACT), a chairtable
Trust with income-tax exemption under 80G, discussed the matter with a
primary government school and a group of these labourers in Dehradun.

School requires copies of birth certificate of the child, aadhar card of a parent
and passport size photos of child and parent for the admission. Also Adhar
card is needed by the bank for opening the child's account. The admission can
be generally done from March when a new session starts and up to the month
of September.

For these labourers, the biggest problem is in getting a birth certificate for
their children. Birth certificate is issued by Municipal Corporation, in Dehradun
and if one is applying for the birth certificate after a gap of one year, the two
main requirements of Municipal Corporation are (i) copy of Vaccination card
of the child (ii) copy of residential proof.

Vaccination card is provided by many government controlled medical centres
in co-ordination with the ASHA* (Accredited Social Health Activist) workers of
the state. One area of work of these workers is to keep a lookout for poor
pregnant women of their areas and provide them basic medical aid/ medicines
during this phase and provide vaccination information for the new born child.
However, because of lack of awareness within the labourer class of people and
also because of their tight daily routine of working schedule under a



contractor, these labourers are not able to come in contact with Asha workers
and get the vaccination card for their children. Also their children are seldom
born in a hospital, a place from where birth information paper can be
considered as a valid document by the Municipal Corporation. There can also
be labourers who have migrated to Uttarkahand after birth of their children in
other states and without getting vaccination card from there.

Second problem these labourers face is that a residential proof, such as
electricity bill of the owner along with owner's Aadhar card copy is required by
the Municipal Corporation office. However, as the labourers live in a makeshift
accommodation they are not in a position to provide any electricity/water bill
and the owners of these accommodations are not helpful in this regard.
Hence, these labourers are not in a position to get a residence proof.

These two are main problems and need to be tackled by the Municipal
Corporation and concerned government departments. Children belonging to
any state of our country deserve the right to basic education. Besides this, a
medical centre worker also reported scarcity in availability of Vaccination cards
in their centre.

As only three labourers' children (all girls) had aadhar card, (wherein date of
birth is indicated) of the entire group of the labourers living together, the Trust
could manage to get these three girls admitted in a government school. The
Trust worked solely as a bridge between school and labourers, for labourers
on their own were hesitant to approach the school directly. This admission
approach can be applied by other well-to-do people of the society for welfare
of these people. The details of the three children admitted are given in
Annexure 1 along with photographs.

No Finance from Trust fund was utilized for this activity. Just as an
encouragement gesture to the three girls, some personal money was spent by
Trustee Bhagwant S Rawat in buying basic stationary and sweet for the
children after their admission and bank account formality was completed.

The Trust would like to thank Principal and teachers of the Rajkiya Primary
school, Majra, Dehradun for their support in admission of the children in their
school.



Findings:

1. Many children of labourers are interested to join the government school,
their parents are interested in sending them to school and school teachers are
also willing to take these children in their school, but primarily because of
difficulty in getting birth certificate from Municipal Corporation for these
children, these children are unable to join the school. To open bank account
and avail the free school facilities, these children should also Adhar card
whose generation again require birth certificate..

2. The problem of getting admission of labourer children in government
schools and thus reducing illiteracy in the country can be effectively tackled if
people of the society come forward for help and guidance of these people
working in their areas. It calls for only moral support and not any financial
support.
